The relution includeskey measureslong advocatd by Jewish World Watch and other acivistsincluding, most
importartly, reliance on Chapter 7 of the U.N. Charter, amandate to protectciviliarns, and unified U.N. command and
control. These and other elemerts will ensure effective peaceleepng and protection for Darfur's pegple. All of these
measires however, will require U.N. vigilancein implemenation. Jewish World watch cauions that U.N. memkber
statesmust also work hardto recruit and depoy and fully fund the thousands of troops and policeit authorizes

Lag yearOSecuity Council Relution 1706 wasnever implemerteddue to Presdert al-Baghir's obstruction ard
international passivity. The concernonce again is that Khartoum will attempt to obstruct implemertation of this
resolution.

QNorld leaders, and especially members of the Security Council, have now associatedtheir predige with this latest
resolution, and theywill be to blame if it fails,Ocontinued Kamerir-Reznik. Orhis time they must stop Sudanese
obstruction and make this peacekeepng force succeed O

According to certain U.N. offi cials, recruiting the ertirety of this force will take ayear. Jewish World Watchis calling on
world leadersto surpass these degoymert timelinesand depoy peackeepersto Darfur asquickly asthey are recruited

Of the U.N. waits for one large deploymert and doesnot serd troops until everybody is ready, thousands mor e innocert
Darfuris will die,Osaid Kamernr-Rezrik.
