Camp  to Camp Comparison 
Instructions and Guiding Questions

The purpose of this activity is to help campers understand what life is like in the refugee camps. Campers should be able to understand how their camp experience is different from that of the refugees.
Instructions: Open a discussion about what camp means to the students with the following questions. Please record relevant answers on a flip chart

1. How often and for how long do you go to camp?

2. What are some words you would use to describe camp?

3. What do you do at camp? What kinds of activities?

4. Is camp the same or different from being at home?

5. How does it feel to leave camp?

Instructions: Explain to students that today, we will be learning about a different kind of camp

1. Does anyone know what a refugee is? (a refugee is someone who is forced to leave their home because of war, conflict or violence)

2. When refugees escape fighting, where do you think they go?

3. Often, refugees will gather in one place and build temporary homes or huts there. This is called a refugee camp.

Instructions: Please show campers pictures of the Iridimi and/or Touloum camps in Chad (provided). Tell them that these are pictures of refugees who have escaped the war in Darfur. Place on easels or otherwise secure so that campers can keep looking at them as they answer the following questions

1. What words would you use to describe this camp?

2. How does this camp seem similar to your camp?

3. How does it seem different?

4. What kind of activities do you think children in this camp do? (They go to school, help find firewood (which takes a long time, they have to search very far), walk to find water and food, help cook and take care of younger children, play games)

5. How do you think children in this camp feel? Do you think they want to stay here?

6. How do you think they would feel if they got to go home?

Instructions: Explain to students that children in the refugee camps might not be able to go home for a long time. Because of the conflict in Darfur, many have had their homes destroyed, and it is not safe to go back. In the next activity, we will learn how to help these children get home.
