Act Out Loud: The Darfur Action Tour
Certification Activity
Purpose: Campers will receive a JWW Certificate celebrating the first steps of action they have taken towards ending the genocide in Darfur. To inspire further action, campers will receive this certificate after writing and declaring to their group one thing they have learned, and one person they will tell about their new knowledge.

Instructions:
1. Explain to campers: Today you have all taken a first and very important step – you have taken action to end the genocide in Darfur. Your letters will go directly to President Bush – the more letters we collect, the more he’ll have to listen. 

You are going to receive a Certificate from JWW, because of the important work you have done today. But before you can earn that certificate, we need you to do one last thing.

2. Hand out Action Cards to campers
3. Explain to campers:  The cards we’re handing out to you have two sections on them: What I Learned and Who I Will Tell.

We want you to fill in both sections. Write down ONE thing you think is the most important thing you learned. Then write down one person (you can write down more than one person if you want) that you will definitely tell this piece of information to when you get home. (parents, teachers, friends, etc). 

4. Allow students 3-5 minutes to fill in their cards. This may be a good time to fill in the names of students on the certificates.
5. After all students have completed their cards, ask for a volunteer to read his/her card aloud.

6. As each student reads his/her card, congratulate them on the work they have done today and give them their certificate.

7. Explain to campers: We are also going to ask you to keep your promise – make sure you tell the person you write down the important information you learned today. We hope that as we spread the word about what is happening in Darfur, more people will join in and start helping.
In the meantime, we want to celebrate what you have already achieved today!
